
Augsburg, founded by the Romans, is a beautiful
Bavarian university town, just an hour from Munich.
The historic centre of Augsburg is exceptionally well-
preserved, the winding cobbled streets giving the city a
cosy ‘small town’ feel. However, Augsburg is also a
student city, popular with German students, making
Augsburg also ‘youthful’ and bustling.

Our school is located in the centre of Augsburg. There
are 8 well-equipped, spacious classrooms, as well as a
student cafeteria – a meeting point for students at
break time and after class.
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Freiburg, the ‘capital of the Black Forest’ is one of Germany’s most
attractive and best-loved university cities, ideally located, with France to
the West, Switzerland to the South and the beautiful Black Forest to the East.

Our school in the centre of Freiburg, is an attractive 3-storey building, with
gardens. There are 13 well-equipped classrooms, student common room,
‘Internet room’ (8 computers), cafeteria and sun terrace. The school has its
own residence, with self-catering ‘apartments plus’, just a short walk from
the school. Or, you can share a student residence with German students.

Freiberg Summer Course for Young Students (10-15 years/15-18 years)
15-18 years
This course includes 20 German lessons/week, plus
residence accommodation, or host family accommodation.
Students of 16-18 years can stay in the student residence.
Students of 15-18 years can stay in a host family. There is a
full program of organised sports and activities each
afternoon and evening, with one full day and one half-day
excursion per week. All activities and excursions are
supervised by fully qualified staff. Students are allowed to go
out during their free time, provided parental consent is given.

Young Young 
10-12 years/13-15 years
This residential German summer courses
includes 15 German lessons/week, full
board accommodation in an on-site
residence and 24-hour supervision.
There are organised activities and sports
(such as football/swimming/cycling/
volleyball) each afternoon and evening,
plus one full day and one half-day
excursion per week.

Augsburg Summer Course for Young Students (14-18 years)
‘Klassik’ Course: This course combines German
lessons with a full programme of activities, visits
and excursions. 20 German lessons/week, full board
(3 meals/day) twin room host family
accommodation, plus 4 afternoon cultural
activities/week (cinema, theatre, museum visit - exact
programme may vary) and a full day excursion to
Munich/Nurnberg/Castle Neuschwanstein.

‘Multisport Course: This course combines German
classes with a full programme of sports. 20
German lessons/week, full board (3 meals/day) twin
room host family accommodation, plus 4
afternoon sports activities/week (basketball,
football, volleyball, swimming, karting) and a full day
excursion to Munich/Nurnberg/Castle
Neuschwanstein.
